Collin Country Regional Airport
(KTKI) is surrounded by Class D
airspace and adjacent to DFW
Class B airspace. As a result TFC
pilots get regular practice talking to
ATC.

As reviewed at the March member-

ship meeting, using correct phrase-
ology is important element in mak-
ing efficient and effective use of
communication frequencies.

In most cases being concise is a
desired behavior. However, it is
possible to be too concise.

Remember to use the aviation al-
phabet when identifying your air-
craft to ATC. This means using
“Cessna seven three three Novem-
ber Bravo” and not “Cessna three
three EN BEE.”

Correct phraseology requires the
use of the complete tail number
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until ATC abbreviates your call sign
to the last three characters. Even
the abbreviated call sign should use
the aviation alphabet, i.e. “three
November Bravo” and NOT “three
EN BEE”.

Another tip to remember is to
ensure that you've established 2-
way communication with the tower
prior to entering class D airspace.
This applies to VFR pilots who'’ve
been cleared to transition DFW
class B airspace. The radio handoff
from Regional Approach to KTKI
tower must be completed before
entering KTKI airspace.

My Ramp Check Experience

As | was walking toward the key locker for TFC, | saw two men walking from between the hangers
that are between the key locker & the FBO. They even had the government look (longer coats than
normal & sunglasses). Anyway, | went to the key locker, retrieved the key for N737TY and pro-
ceeded to the aircraft for some air work on the aft end of my student training.

As luck would have it, the men mentioned above went straight to 7TY and were giving the aircraft a
thrice over; looking into the windows and in general hovering about the aircraft (government-like).

| approached the aircraft with my key in hand and as | walked up they introduced themselves (I don't
recall their names) and showed me ID and then asked to see my license and a picture ID. After we
chatted for a minute they discovered | was a student pilot and asked how the training was going.
One of the men flipped through my logbook as the other was talking to me about my flying pro-
gress. Quickly, the conversation moved on to the weather and what a nice day it was.

Once talk of the weather started | got to interject my 2-cents about having been on the cusp of
calling GA Secure because of their snooping around the airplane. They chuckled about that and bid
me a good day.

The lesson is that my ramp check experience was a non-event, having documentation in order. |
was a little surprised they didn't check for a current sectional; however, given the documentation |
had already showed them they weren't looking to bust my chops.

So if you see government-looking guys hanging out, don’t sweat it...just have your papers handy.

Editors Note: Paul Koch and Sherman Ratcliff had a similar experience in the FBO break room.
The FAA representatives were from the Dallas FSDO and explained they were looking for some
pilots who had done some inappropriate aerobatic flying. It was the first ramp check experience for
Sherman in 30 years of flying.

Fleet Notes & Reminders

Some notes about our aircraft and some reminders about good operating practices

e  ATC loves our new transponders in 3NB & 7TY, and they come on automatically!

e  New digital timer/clock in 3NB takes alittle study, but it works great.

®  We have purchased a replacement engine cowling for 3NB and it will beinstalled shortly.
e New engine coming next month in N7929U.

e The new starter in 3NB works great! Takes only one full stroke on the throttle, retard to 1/8",

engage starter and usually starts in 3 blades!

e  Lean the mixture before taxi. Saves fouling the plugs. Remember to return to full rich for
takeoff.

e  Taxi (and park) at low RPM. Some are using high RPM with agressive breaking to park the
airplanes in the tiedown area. Use the towbar! Right now 3NB's nose strut is too extended,
which prevents it from doing tight turns.

®  When you need to “adjust” your parking, use the towbar and remember to use it only for
steering, not pulling/pushing.

e Don't place things on the glareshield to avoid scratching the windshield.

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Are Your Charts Current?

The Dallas-Ft. Worth Sectional and Terminal Area
Chart (TAC) and the South Central Airport/Facility
Directory were updated on March 15, 2007. It’s good
practice to always carry current charts. You can find a
listing of current charts several place. One particularly
useful one is the Aeronautical Chart Bulletin published
by NACO. It lists the current charts and the changes
made from the prior edition. It’s accessible on the web
at:

What is the FAA policy for carrying current charts?

The following explanation is excerpted from the FAQ
section of the NACO FAA web site.

The term "charts" is not found in the FAA's Part 91
regulations (other than for large and turbine-powered
multiengine airplanes in 91.503[a]). The specific FAA
regulation, FAR 91.103 "Preflight Actions," states that
each pilot in command shall, before beginning a flight,
become familiar with all available information concern-
ing that flight. What is not specifically addressed in the
regulation is a requirement for charts. You should al-
ways carry a current chart for safety's sake. An expired
chart will not show new frequencies or newly con-
structed obstructions, some of which could be tall
enough to be a hazard along your route of flight.

The only FAA/FAR requirements that pertain to charts
are:

e Title 14 CFR section 91.503[a] (Large and Turbo-
jet powered aircraft)

e Title 14 CFR section 135.83 (Air Carriers-Little
Airplane)

e Title 14 CFR section 121.549 (Air Carrier-Big
Airplanes)

The FAA has rendered interpretations that have stated
the foregoing. The subject of current charts was thor-
oughly covered in an article in the FAA's July/August
1997 issue of FAA Aviation News. That article was
cleared through the FAA's Chief Counsel's office. In
that article the FAA stated the following:

"You can carry old charts in your aircraft." "It is not
FAA policy to violate anyone for having outdated charts
in the aircraft.”

"Not all pilots are required to carry a chart.’
"91.503..requires the pilot in command of
large and multiengine airplanes to have
charts." "Other operating sections of the
FAR such as Part 121 and Part 135 opera-
tions have similar requirements."

..."since some pilots thought they could be
violated for having outdated or no charts on board “What is
during a flight, we need to clarify an important issue. As

we have said, it is NOT FAA policy to initiate enforce- the FAA
ment action against a pilot for having an old chart on
board or no chart on board." That's because there is

no regulation on the issue.

approved by the FAA or required for flight, nor do
panel-mounted VFR-only GPS receivers have to have a charts?”
current data base because, like handheld GPS receivers,

the pilot is responsible for pilotage under VFR.

"If a pilot is involved in an enforcement investigation
and there is evidence that the use of an out-of-date
chart, no chart, or an out-of-date database contributed
to the condition that brought on the enforcement in-
vestigation, then that information could be used in any
enforcement action that might be taken."

The web site also points out that on average, 278
changes are made to a sectional chart on each update
and 100 changes are made to a TAC.

Having current information with you in the cockpit is
the safe choice to make. Like may things in piloting,
there can be a difference between being ‘legal’ and
being safe.
