This image series shows the morning WSI weather map 
and a series of NexRad downloads on my return trip 
from Cincinnati to Addison on Monday, July 11. I was 
flying a turbocharged Seneca-II at 10000 feet. The 
Nexrad images are from my portable WeatherAnywhere 
system from ControlVision.  It proved invaluable as a 
strategic flight planning aid and augmented the 
information from the plane's StormScope.   
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The shortest route would have been via Jonesboro, AR. 
However, the remnants of Hurricane Dennis were 
pounding that area with thunderstorms and heavy rain. 
Heading further west, to our mid-point stop at 
Springfield, MO, allowed me to stay north of the heavy 
rain bands and the ride was relatively smooth ride. As I 
followed the outer rain bands, I received an added bonus 
of a nice tailwind of about 30-40 knots - rather unusual 
when west bound.

C172N Interstate Landing

Well I'm finally back home (Montreal - CYHU) after a 
rather unscheduled   landing on I-77 north of Charleston, 
WV, on Saturday, June 25th, 2005. Here's how it 
happened: 
 
I was ferrying my "new" 1978 C172N (O-320-H2AD) 
N739WG from Lafayette, LA   back to Montreal on a 
Ferry Permit. The aircraft was out of annual but was   
cleared for a ferry flight. The aircraft had 1531TT and 
had flown 8 hours in the past 24 hours without a hitch. I 
was 2:50 into a flight from Smyrna, TN   (Nashville) with 
plans to make it to the Cardinal Flyers Online 
fly-in in Seven Springs, PA. 
 
I did not trust the fuel burn numbers too much so while at 
11,500 feet I  made the decision like I often did with my 
177RG to run off the RIGHT tank instead of the BOTH 
position. That way if I ran the tank dry I'd at least have a 
reserve left in the LEFT tank. 
 
About 10 minutes into running off the RIGHT tank, the 
engine quit.  It did not hesitate, it quit immediately, with 
less than 1 second elapsed. I thought I had run the tank 
dry and thanked myself for my brilliant strategy. 
        
I switched to the LEFT tank. Nothing. I switched to 
BOTH tanks.  Nothing. Playing with the throttle, mixture 
and primer yielded no results. I was now at 10,000 feet 
and *not* set up for best glide speed. It was NRST time 
on the GPS and Indy Center recommended Yeager Field 
in Charleston. I concurred and set up a a best glide at 65 
KIAS but the VNAV prediction on the GPSMAP 96 told 
me within minutes that I was not going to make it. At 
5,000 feet Plan B was Interstate 77 so I made a 90 
degree right turn WEST towards I-77.   I-77 towards 
Charleston is just a bunch of curves but I had a mile-long 
straight stretch right in front of me. 
 
Yeager Tower suggested landing WITH the traffic (I had 
already figured that one out!) and asked me to describe 
where I was. They figured out I was north of Exit 114, 
near the NGK Sparkplug plant. They advised that 911 
was called and that another plane was being dispatched 
to see the result from overhead and relay 
communications. 
 
I dumped altitude with 40 degrees of flaps and planned a 
steep floatplane-style approach in this very hilly terrain. I 
overflew the highway westbound and then dove for the 
southbound lane, reducing to 30 degrees of flaps 
because my brain told me I wasn't going to make it with 
full flaps. 
 

I spotted a motorhome with a good 300 foot gap behind 
it and aimed for the motorhome like one aims for the 
landing dots at OSHKOSH. It's a moving dot but the 
brain doesn't seem to have any problems processing 
that.  I was at about 30 AGL when a small pair of 
POWER LINES popped out in the windshield. I uttered 
the F word in my head and thought of accident reports 
involving power lines that screwed things up at the very 
last moment. I yanked the yoke forward and heard a 
sound. I'm convinced the vertical fin touched the lower 
power line but there was no evidence of that later on. 
 
I managed a perfect greaser landing behind the 
motorhome and was now concerned about being rear-
ended as I let the plane coast with the flaps UP.  I 
spotted a U-TURN area just up ahead and decided to 
make the turn off there instead of going for the grass 
Oshkosh-style since the median was a little steep and I 
would have certainly damaged the airplane. 
 
I turned a little early into the U-TURN area and was 
about to clip a road sign so I stopped and received help 
from the people I had just scared silly to move the 
airplane back onto the U-TURN area and the first cars 
behind me were back on their way within 4 minutes !!! 
 
Massive help arrived minutes later, paramedics, Air 
Force crash truck, FAA, volunteer firemen + truck(s), 
state troopers, sheriff, media, etc.... It was impressive. 
 
I checked the tanks and there was fuel in both tanks. 
Broken fuel selector?  Unlikely. TWIN MAG failure? It 
was dripping fuel all over the wheel pants (badly flooded 
it turns out). 
 
After a quick checkout with the paramedics (they ended-
up skipping the vital signs and I just sipped a bottle of 
water while talking to the Chaplain…yes even he was 
there!), I talked to the media, FAA, etc... 
 
Tom Frye (great guy) from the FAA tried to start the 
airplane. He correctly asserted "NO FIRE". I tried it later 
(the engine was hopelessly flooded) and came to the 
same conclusion. 
 
The first mechanic was an airline-type and not of much 
help.  The FAA guy knew more about piston airplanes 
than he did. 
 
I got a recommendation from a CPA member for John 
Wolfe of D-G Airways at Yeager Field. He's a personal 
friend of Chuck Yeager and that's good enough for me! 
 
With a FEDEX'ed dual mag from back home John and 
one of his mechanics (Willis) had N739WG working 
again before lunchtime. 
 
Amazingly the local authorities never requested that the 
airplane be dismantled to be flown out of an airport. 
They closed the highway in both directions and we 
pulled the 172 up the on-ramp with a pick-up and a strap 
and I was on my way. 
 



The take-off was uneventful but the media was not well 
positioned so I made sure to overfly them buy overflying 
the highway for another mile at a safe altitude after 
climb-out. 
 
There are few "good news" stories with General Aviation 
and so I tried to put the best possible spin on this. 
 
No one was hurt, the airplane was not damaged and it 
flew back out on its own power without requiring an 
insurance claim. That's an unlikely outcome for a total 
engine failure over hostile terrain. 
 
Many thanks to all who called to offer help and 
encouragement.
