August Program: Clyde Kesling on
Introduction to Competitive
Aerobatics

The program for the Saturday, August 12" TFC
Membership meeting will be given by Clyde Kesling.
The meeting will start at 9:30AM in the McKinney Airport
upstairs conference room.

Clyde earned his private pilot certificate in 1988. Since
then, he has accumulated over 600 hours of flying time
and has since earned his commercial, instrument,
multiengine and glider ratings. He owns a Super
Decathlon which he uses for aerobatic training and
competition.

Learning to fly aerobatics will definitely enhance your
piloting skills and give you an additional "margin of
competence" in certain emergency situations. However,
the main reason to fly aerobatics: it's a whole lot of fun.
In this presentation, Clyde will provide an overview on
how to get started in competitive aerobatics. The
presentation will cover the types of aerobatic figures an
entry-level aerobatic pilot learns, the types of resources
available to a pilot new to aerobatics, and how to get
ready for your first contest.

New Aircraft Rental Rates Effective
July 8th

Based on the maintenance costs and increases in the
price of aviation fuel, the hourly rates for club aircraft
were increased on July 8th, 2006. The board reviews on
a monthly basis the maintenance costs of each aircraft
and the per gallon price which we are charged by our
supplier, and modifies rates as appropriate. The current
fuel rate increase has brought our costs up to $4.34/gal.
We include a chart of our aviation fuel costs per gallon in
each monthly newsletter, in order to better inform club
members of changes.

New TFC Insurance Coverage

Effective Monday, July 31st, 2006 at 12:01AM Texins
Flying Club switched insurance brokers and insurance
policies. Our new broker, Zanette Aircraft Insurance of
California, has worked diligently to find a new
underwriter to fit the needs of our club.

The new policy has two advantages over our previous
one 1) NO AGE RESTRICTIONS and 2) A cost savings
while retaining equivalent coverage's. If you were
affected (or were about to be) by the age limitations of
the previous policy then breath a sigh of relief for the
time being. Your Board of Directors had a big problem
with this restriction and was the main reason for setting
out after new coverage.

But, with the Ying comes the Yang. There were two
policy changes with the new coverage that everyone
needs to be aware of:

1) Pilot time requirements needed to fly the Arrow went
up from 125 hours to 150 hours total time. The other
requirements did not change.

2) The per-incident deductible has gone up from $1000
to $2500. This amount is still low compared to the
industry standard.

Since we are on the topic of insurance and deductibles, |
need to stress a very important point. Per our club by-
laws, if a club airplane gets bent and it's determined to
be the fault of the PIC (which 75% of all aviation
accidents are), the PIC will be held liable for the
deductible amount. This has happened in the past and
the PIC had to pay the deductible. | encourage (TFC
currently does not require) all pilots to protect
themselves with a supplemental renters insurance
policy. | have my policy through AOPA but there are
several providers and the policies are inexpensive
compared to what you might need to pay if something
were to happen.

The airport has decided to re-paint
the runway centerline, runway numbers, and do some
rubber removal on the north end of the runway during
that time and it will require the runway to be closed from
21:00 local until 06:00 am local the following morning
September 4th. | will send a reminder again in August,
but please spread the word.

New Arlington Tower (GKY)

Arlington Municipal Airport will mark a milestone next
month with the opening of the general aviation field's
fully staffed control tower. Beginning Aug. 14, air traffic
controllers are expected to staff the tower from 7 a.m. to
9 p.m. daily. The number for the tower is: 817-459-5562.

The frequencies for the new facility are as follows:
Tower - 128.62,
Ground - 121.75,
ASOS/AWOS - 127.375

dashed lines around the

Grand Prairie airport and also the absence of said lines
surrounding the Arlington airport with the upcoming new
tower. The short answer is that no Class D airspace
exists to be depicted. The airspace at both airports is
Class G from surface to the base of the transition area at
700 feet AGL where the airspace becomes Class E up to
the base of the DFW Class B airspace. That is the short
answer.

Flew into KOCH and this guy started asking me
guestions inside the FBO office. | thought he was just
striking up a conversation at first, then he said that he
was from the Houston FAA office and would like to see
my certificate and medical. | had my certificate in my
wallet, but my medical was in the aircraft. After | showed
him my certificate, | asked him for his FAA ID. He said
that it was out in his car. After he said that, | said that |
would gladly go out to my aircraft (it was already about
95 degrees outside) and get my medical certificate after
he went to his car to get his FAA ID. He then said that it
was OK and he didn't need to see my medical. Kind of
made me suspicious.

When it came time to leave, | asked a guy at the FBO
office if he was really an FAA inspector. The FBO guy
said that he was and that he catches pilots without there
certificates all the time there. He said that | was the only
pilot every to ask him for his FAA ID that he witnessed.”
