TFC February Program: Airman's

Guide to FAA Enforcement Actions
Keith Gutierrez

February's membership meeting program will present a
fascinating and informative discussion about dealing with
and avoiding FAA enforcement actions. It will also
include background information with which we should all
be familiar.

Ron McCallum, an experienced aviation lawyer (and
superb pilot), will share some of his expertise in a talk
titted: "Airman's Guide to FAA Enforcement Actions." If
you hold an FAA License, it is important to realize that
the FAA considers your license a privilege. If you commit
an infraction that endangers safety, an F.A.R. or a TSA
Regulation, the FAA may revoke this privilege, suspend
your License, or assess penalties, even if no one is hurt.
Take the pretest to determine your level of knowledge
about this important but seldom discussed aspect of

flying.

1. How do you know when you are a suspect in an FAA
enforcement action?

2. What types of enforcement actions can the FAA take?
3. If, in the course of a flight, you are given an FAA
phone number to call - should you?

Arrow Cost Comparison

Shown below is a chart of theoretical cross-country trips
using the TFC cross-country fleet. Note how the cost of
flying the Arrow almost equals the 172 costs for each
distance. This is due to the increased true airspeed of
the Arrow giving a shorter flight time versus the slower
172s.

Flight Time vs. Distance by Cross Country Airplane
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The point of this article is to encourage those TFC pilots
not currently holding a complex endorsement to obtain
that privilege and start taking advantage of the club's
Piper Arrow. Give your instructors a call and let them
know you want to train in the Arrow, so you can start
using the 'U' and 'P' in GUMP!
