Simple Crosswind Calculator
Calvin Coffey

Quick...how much crosswind is there when the ASOS
report at TKI says winds are 210 degrees at 24 knots?
The engineers amongst us would calculate the answer
as follows:
Difference = 210 — 170 = 40 degrees
Crosswind = 24 * SIN (Difference * PI /
180) = 15.4 knots.

But pilots like to keep things simple. Here’s a simple
way using an analog watch or clock. (You may not have
one of these ancient devices, but visualize if you can.
Please, no cell phone use during flight.)

1) Compute the difference between the runway and
the wind direction.
e.g. 210 — 170 = 40 degrees

2) Look at the corresponding distance around the
clock face for the difference in minutes. For
angles greater than 60 up to 90 degrees, all the
wind is cross wind.
e.g. 40 degrees => 40 minutes => 2/3rds the

way around the clock.

3) Take the distance around the clock and multiply
that with the wind speed.
e.g. Crosswind = 24 * 2/3 = 16 knots.

For whatever reason, if the controllers give you an
extended downwind, please consider remaining at
pattern altitude until a more appropriate time (turning
crosswind or even final, if the downwind is extended
enough. You'll be a safer pilot by doing so.
