The club Arrow, N7508J, now has an S-TEC autopilot 
installed in it.  The Pilot’s Operating Handbook for the S-

Also, at the July TFC Member meeting, 0930, Saturday, 
July 9th, at the TKI upstairs conference room, TFC 
member Gene Robinson will be presenting training on 
the operation of the S-TEC autopilot.  Don’t miss it! 
 

Fuel Expense Reimbursement 
 
Effective July 1st, 2005, there will be a new fuel expense 
reimbursement policy implemented.  The new policy will 
reimburse all non-TKI fuel purchases at the current TKI 
fuel price that the club pays to Wings Point Aviation.  As 
price that TKI charges TFC for fuel varies, so will the 
reimbursement amount the club members are paid. 
 
This new policy serves two purposes: 1) Encourages 
pilots to find reasonably priced fuel when purchased off-
site, and protects the club from high reimbursed fuel 
costs when that is not possible.  2) Gives club members 
a method for reducing flying costs, by purchasing off-site 
fuel at rates below those found at TKI…but being 
reimbursed at TKI rates. 
 
Example 1: Phil Highroller flies to Corpus Christi 
Internataional Airport for a weekend of wine (not much), 
women (even less), and song.  The 100LL fuel at KCRP 
is $4.01/gal (at least it was a week ago!).  Phil buys 30 
gallons of fuel.  KTKI sells the TFC fuel at $3.23/gal, 
which is the rate that Phil will be reimbursed for his 30 
gallon purchase.  Phil just spent an extra $.78/gal (or 
$23.40) out of his own pocket for not doing his 
homework and finding out that there is less expensive 
fuel just 10 miles away from KCRP. 
 
Example 2: Jane Pennypincher is returning from a 
weekend trip to Kansas to visit her parents.  On the way 
back, she stops by Sherman Municipal (KSWI) and fills 
the tanks with 30 gallons of fuel at $2.85/gal.  When she 
submits her receipt (with her club member number 
written on it) for reimbursement, she is reimbursed the 
KTKI going rate of $3.23/gal.  Jane just saved herself 
$11.40 by filling up with inexpensive fuel. 
 
The process for being reimbursed is as follows: 

1. On your original fuel receipt write: 
- The aircraft tail number 
- Your TFC club number 
- The number of gallons multiplied by the 

current TFC reimbursement rate (which 
can be found on the last page of the 
most recent TFC Newsletter) for the 
total amount due to be reimbursed. 

2. Submit your receipt with your next statement 
and payment. 

3. The amount will show up as a credit on your 
next statement. 
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If you have any questions regarding the new fuel 
reimbursement policy, please contact any board 
member. 
 

 
Capital Requests Solicited 
 
Your board is in the process of determining what capital 
improvement projects to fund and undertake in 2006.  If 
you have a favorite aircraft and would like to see a piece 
of new equipment acquired and installed, or some form 
of upgrade, please let the board know.  Collecting inputs 
is Phil Rains, Cross-Country Aircraft Maintenance 
Officer, p-rains1@ti.com.  Or contact any board member. 
 
Also, this year there have been several club members 
who have contributed funds to upgrade the autopilot 
installation, repair an ADF, and other aircraft projects.  
The TFC must present a capital request to the Texins 
Association each fall, in order to receive capital funds.  
Texins Association looks very favorably on requests for 
funds, where club members are also willing to help fund 
the project.  So, if you have a favorite dream upgrade, 
make the request to the board, and offer to fund some 
amount or percentage of the cost.  The board will also 
solicit funds from other club members.  This is a good 
way of helping stretch our capital funds, and make our 
requests more favorable in the eyes of the Texins 
Association.
