TFC May Program: Stan Maige on 
Helicopter Flying  
 
The June program will be a presentation from TFC 
member Stan Maige who will discuss his experience with 
building and flying a RotorWay 162F helicopter. Stan 
received the helicopter kit August of 2000 and first flight 
was December 2003. Stan began rotary flight training 
October 2003 and received his helicopter rating July 

2004. Stan now has over 180 hours of flight time in his 
chopper N3322T. 
 
Stan will discuss the trials and tribulations of building an 
experimental class aircraft and talk about some of his 
flight adventures. Stan flies mostly for pleasure but has 
also flown a search and recovery mission. The longest 
trip he has flown in his helicopter was 694 miles round 
trip from Parker, Texas to Opelousas, Louisiana to get 
his helicopter check ride. The shortest trip to date was a 
3 minute trip from his house to the Home Depot in Wylie 
Tx to get plumbing supplies just before closing time. 
Stan will talk about his confrontations with Garland and 
Rockwall police and his experience with an FAA 
investigator. 
 
Providing the weather cooperates, N3322T will be part of 
the June presentation. Passengers 210 lb. and under 
may ride at their own risk. 
 

 
 
 

Officer Elections 

Officer nominations were opened at the May TFC 
membership meeting, and elections will be held at the 
June TFC membership meeting.  Newly elected officers 
will take office on July 1st.  The offices that are up for 
election are: operations vice-president, flight safety 
officer, trainer maintenance officer, and treasurer.  Below 
are excerpts from the TFC bylaws explaining the election 
process and officer duties: 

 
SECTION 2 - OFFICER ELECTIONS.   Officers of the 
club, except the chief flight instructor, shall be elected by 
a majority vote of those active members casting a ballot. 
The chief flight instructor shall be elected by the club 
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flight instructors at a meeting called for that purpose in 
June. The president, membership vice-president, 
controller, cross-country maintenance officer and 
communications officer shall be nominated in  November 
for an election in  December and shall take office on the 
following January 1st. These officers shall serve one-
year terms. The operations vice-president, flight safety 
officer, trainer maintenance officer, and treasurer shall 
be nominated in May for an election in June and shall 
take office on the following July 1st.  All officers shall 
serve one-year terms. 
 
SECTION 6 - OFFICER DUES.   Officers of the Board 
shall not be assessed monthly dues during their 
respective terms of office. 
 
SECTION 3. The operations vice-president shall act 
for the president in the absence of that official. 
Additionally, he or she shall report to the Board on the 
scheduling, use and maintenance of the fleet. 
SECTION 4. The trainer maintenance officer shall 
report to the Board and coordinate with the operations 
vice-president on the maintenance of the trainer fleet. 
SECTION 9. The treasurer shall receive and disburse 
club moneys in accordance with Texins Association 
Procedures for Budgets, Planning, and Disbursements 
of Funds,; he shall maintain accurate records of financial 
activities of the club; he shall make monthly and annual 
reports of his official transactions; and he shall perform 
all other duties as properly pertain to his office. 
SECTION 11. The flight safety officer shall monitor all 
club policies, procedures and activities for safety 
hazards and shall investigate any safety related 
problems in the club. This officer shall keep records of 
any serious incidents at the club's home base or 
involving club operated aircraft, publish safety bulletins 
as needed and shall keep the club informed of 
developments outside the club that impact flight safety.

Letter to the Editor [on Scan 
Technique] 
Hank Eilts 
 
I commend you on your recent newsletter piece about 
the incident in McKinney’s traffic pattern.  See and avoid 
is a pilot’s responsibility, not to be relaxed because a 
controller is assisting you.  Good job with the article. 
 
I do take issue with some statements made in the article 
about scanning for traffic.  Specifically, the article states 
(in reference to scanning for traffic) “One solution (as 
your instructor suggested) is to keep moving your eyes 
around the sky, refusing to focus on any one area for 
very long. This method works well in both the en route 
and terminal environments.” 
 
 The Airman’s Information Manual (section 8-1-6c2) has 
this to say about it: 
 
“While the eyes can observe an approximate 200 degree 
arc of the horizon at one glance, only a very small center 
area called the fovea, in the rear of the eye, has the 
ability to send clear, sharply focused messages to the 
brain. All other visual information that is not processed 
directly through the fovea will be of less detail. An 
aircraft at a distance of 7 miles which appears in sharp 
focus within the foveal center of vision would have to be 
as close as 7/10 of a mile in order to be recognized if it 
were outside of foveal vision. Because the eyes can 
focus only on this narrow viewing area, effective 
scanning is accomplished with a series of short, 
regularly spaced eye movements that bring successive 
areas of the sky into the central visual field. Each 
movement should not exceed 10 degrees, and each 
area should be observed for at least 1 second to enable 
detection. Although horizontal back-and-forth eye 
movements seem preferred by most pilots, each pilot 
should develop a scanning pattern that is most 
comfortable and then adhere to it to assure optimum 
scanning.” 
 
While every pilot has his own personal scanning 
preferences, I would not characterize the AIM guidance 
as “keep moving your eyes around the sky, refusing to 
focus on any one area for very long.”   I consider that to 
be bad advice.

New Hourly Rates Effective May13th  
 
Based on the maintenance costs and increases in the 
price of aviation fuel, the hourly rates for club aircraft will 
be increased on May 13, 2006.  The board reviews on a 
monthly basis the maintenance costs of each aircraft 
and the per gallon price which we are charged by our 
supplier, and modifies rates as appropriate.  The current 
fuel rate increase has brought our costs up to $4.22/gal.  
We include a chart of our aviation fuel costs per gallon in 
each monthly newsletter, in order to better inform club 
members of changes.

Highlights from May Membership 
Meeting  -- 05/13/06 
Bill Moore and Keith Gutierrez 
 
The membership meeting started at 0930 with Phil Rains 
welcoming the 13 people present.  Phil discussed the 
minutes of the board of directors’ meeting. 
  
Keith Gutierrez (Membership) covered the upcoming 
elections for officers. He also discussed the upcoming 
membership meetings. The July Membership Meeting 
will be moved from July 8th to July 3rd. The 
meeting/cookout will be held at Addison airport for every 
one to view the KaboomTown fireworks show.  
Instructions for getting to the July 3rd meeting will be in 
the newsletter and there will be a message sent to the 
members.

Bill Moore (Safety) went over two club problem areas:

The fouled 
spark plugs problem discussion covered the cause, 
cleaning techniques, how to prevent, and grounding the 
aircraft when the problem could not be resolved. 
  
Two guest speakers gave a good, informative 
presentation about Customs and Security. 
 

  
 
Kevin Hairston, CBP Officer (Customs and Border 
Protection Bureau), from McKinney airport discussed his 
duties and precautions all pilots should take at TKI. 
Kevin has an office in the terminal building and is 
present Monday thru Friday from 9:00am to 5:00pm. 
Kevin is also on call when needed. 
  
Rick Manriquez, ICE Officer (U.S. Immigration and 
Customs Enforcement) is the Supervisor for Office of 
Investigations, Dallas, Texas located at DFW. Rick 
investigates many different kinds of problems at all the 
airports around the area.  Discussion on the procedures, 
policies, forms, and protocol  for leaving and entering the 



US via plane through various ports of entry. TKI is a port 
of entry, so Bob Moran can fly his extended-range 
Mooney non-stop from Mexico back to TKI and clear 
customs right at TKI. An impressive amount of pre-
departure paperwork is required if carrying personal 
items such as hunting weapons, prescription drugs, 
large amounts of cash and expensive electronics. If you 
missed the presentation, Kevin volunteered a personal 
one-on-one briefing at your request.  Rick also asked 
that the club be on the lookout for any unusual activities 
around or on the airport, and to notify him or Kevin. 
 
Interesting discussion on the continually evolving and 
sometimes confusing saga of Department of Homeland 
Security and its related agencies. The guests have had 
their reporting structures and chain of command 
changed several times in the last couple of years. 
  
Rick shared some of his recent investigations and areas 
of enforcement including foreign nationals, cash fraud, 
international child pornography, narcotics and illegal 
aliens. Did you know that they have witnessed planes 
doing stop and goes with illegal aliens jumping out? Rick 
solicited our help to watch the airport for suspicious 
activities, especially after the tower closes. Other 
aviation related activities that get their attention are 
intermittent transponders, airplanes having unusually 
large large fuel capacities, and changing to an 
international destination while flying under a domestic 
flight plan.
