Flight to Breckenridge Aviation

On April 13 three former TI engineers flew to
Breckenridge, Texas. Bob Newton flew his RV-6 with
copilot Glen Snyder and | flew the club’s Arrow. We had
cancelled this trip twice due to weather. We wanted
perfect weather and it arrived on that Wednesday.

We flew to Stephens County, BKD, on the south side of
Breckenridge via Denton then direct to BKD. We passed
by Possum Kingdom Reservoir and landed after 1.1
hours tach time at 2400 RPM and 22 inches MAP and
10 gallons per hour in the Arrow. IAS was 148 mph. The
RV-6 had no problem keeping up.

On the way the country side was brilliant green and the
Brazos River was running well.

We landed at BKD and first visited with Glen’s
acquaintance Nelson Ezell of Nelson Aviation. Nelson
can do an annual on your personal P-51 Mustang.

Nelson and his sons Ashley and Chad and a crew of a
half dozen other mechanics restore vintage World War 1l
aircraft. They are currently rebuilding a P38 Lightning
which crash landed in a pea patch near Burnet, Texas.



This project will take about two years. Recently
completed projects include a Hawker Sea Fury and two
F4U Corsairs are in progress. After touring the hanger
we all went to lunch at Happy Jacks, on the west side of
town on the south side of highway 180. The food was
good.

After lunch we toured the Breckenridge Aviation
museum to which Nelson had a key. The museum had
two aircraft, a Bearcat and an observation Stinson. The
museum also had many photographs and memorabilia
from World War Il aviation.

Foundation will be presenting the “Legends of the Sky”
hangar party featuring Burt Rutan.

As a
pilot you know Burt from his breakthrough designs such
as the VariEze and LongEze that have brought safe, fun,
affordable homebuilding and flying to thousands. You
also remember him as the designer of the Voyager, first
to fly non-stop, non-refueled around the world, and the
GlobalFlyer, which earlier this month made the first solo
non-stop, non-refueled flight around the world. If you are
a space fan, you know that Burt created SpaceShipOne,
which just last fall took the first two civilian astronauts
into space to win the $10 millon X PRIZE. Wait until you
hear what Burt has to say about the future of civilian
space flight!

This wonderful event includes a gourmet buffet and
will be held in Greg Herrick's private Golden Wings
Museum, which features many priceless historic
airplanes including the actual Ford Tri-motor in which
Anne Morrow had her first airplane ride with Charles as
the pilot. The evening will be hosted by Erik Lindbergh
who, as you remember, commemorated the 75th
anniversary of his grandfather’s historic flight by flying
solo, non-stop, from New York to Paris. Masters of
Ceremony will be yours truly, John and Martha King. We
look forward to swapping flying stories with you; some of
ours are even true. Please join us at the Legends of the
Sky hangar party.

The next evening at 6 p.m., on Saturday, May 21, at
the Minnesota History Center in St. Paul, the annual
Lindbergh Award Event will honor renowned scientist
and pilot Bertrand Piccard and Latin American social and
moral leader Yolanda Kakabadse. The evening includes
a reception, elegant sit-down dinner in the Great Hall,
and a dessert buffet. The evening will be hosted by Erik
Lindbergh, and the Award presentations will be made by
Kristina Lindbergh, granddaughter of Charles and Anne
Morrow Lindbergh. Kakabadse and Piccard are both
dynamic speakers and each will give a presentation that
you'll be talking about long afterwards. The Minnesota
Historical Society is even creating a special exhibit,
exclusively for this event.



Bertrand Piccard was one of the pioneers of hang-
glider and micro-light flying. Later he launched the
Breitling Orbiter 3 project to fly around the world. With
British aeronaut Brian Jones, he accomplished the first
ever non-stop flight around the world in a balloon, which
also became the longest flight in both distance and
duration in the history of aviation. His new project, Solar
Impulse, represents a breakthrough in human, scientific
and ecological adventure. This adventure aims, step by
step, to re-enact the great “firsts” and record-breaking
flights that punctuated the history of 20th Century
aviation, but this time using only solar energy, with the
final objective of a solar-powered round-the-world flight.
Come hear Dr. Piccard and learn why a few
extraordinary people achieve such remarkable feats.

Yolanda Kakabadse created the Foundation for the
Future of Latin America and she has been a leader in
conflict resolution concerning environmental issues on
the continent. She describes herself as an engineer who
looks for solutions to problems. As such, she is a strong
moral leader who emphasizes the principles of
sustainability in a globalized society.

The technology of aviation enabled Charles and Anne
Morrow Lindbergh to gain a profound appreciation for
our environment. The Lindbergh Foundation, established
with the help of Neil Armstrong and Jimmy Doolittle,
promotes the Lindbergh’s concept that we are entitled to
enjoy both technology and our environment, but our
future depends on our ability to establish the kind of
balance demonstrated by Piccard and Kakabadse.
