The $200 Landing 
TFC Safety Bulletin – February 10, 2003 

(Yes, this is a reprint of an earlier article because we 
are still having problems!) 

You just landed 733NB. Not the best landing, but you 
were able to walk away from it. Yeah, you didn’t mean to 
let the nose-wheel touch first, but heck, it was a tad 
bumpy on final. Since you were able to taxi back to 
parking and chain it down, there wasn’t any harm done 
to the plane. Or was there? Did you see the small puddle 
of fluid near the nose wheel?  

You may be surprised to know that later that day, the 
next pilot scheduled to fly the plane discovered the nose-
wheel strut (that’s the shiny cylinder in the picture) had 
collapsed and was surrounded by a large puddle of fluid.  
Naturally, the aircraft was grounded.  

 

 

 

Your “salvaged” landing just cost us $200 to repair a 
ruptured O-ring seal. We also lost out on the flight time 
income from canceled flights. There is no need for this to 
occur, but it seems to happen with some regularity.  

Both of our Cessna 172 aircraft have required replacing 
the nose strut “O” ring seal during the month of 
December. Unfortunately, this problem occurs with 
nauseating regularity many times over the year. This 
replacement requires approximately 2 to 3 hours of labor 
plus parts, and we pay about $200 each time this repair 
is needed.  

So, as a refresher, let’s review the basics of landing a 
tricycle gear airplane. If you have any doubt about your 
capabilities, get with an instructor. This part of the 
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airplane should not have to be replaced every time you 
fly. 

The Cessna 172 is a tricycle gear airplane. It’s designed 
to be landed on the two main gear wheels first, after 
which the nose gear is GENTLY lowered to the ground. 
Landing the nose gear first or too hard and you could 
invoke the scariest phrase in a pilot’s vocabulary: “Call 
Art Jones.” You could also porpoise, which is a bouncing 
action, not a tuna’s playmate. 
 

Watch Your Speed 

According to the Cessna 172 Owners Manual, the 
airplane is to be landed at 65 to 75 mph (flaps down) or 
70 to 80 mph (flaps up). Fly a little faster that that and 
the airplane will tend to float and resist touching down on 
the desired landing spot.  Fly a little slower and the 
airplane is uncomfortably close to the stall speed. 
Controlling your airspeed is perhaps the most important 
quality for a successful landing.   

The descent rate should not be excessive and should 
not put undue stress on the landing gear. All airplanes 
do not land with the same attitude nor does the same 
airplane land the same when the landing with flaps.  
 

Flare At The Proper Height 

You must learn to flare the airplane to ensure a soft, safe 
touchdown. Height is important. When you’re 
approximately 15 feet above the ground, after passing 
the numbers (the large white numbers painted on the 
beginning of the runway), you’re ready to begin the flare. 
Raise the nose with a slight and gentle pull on the 
control wheel. How much of a pull? Once again that’s a 
matter of experience.  If you don’t know, get with an 
instructor.  
 

The Nose Gear is Not the Main Gear! 

Once the flare has begun, your descent angle will 
decrease and so will your airspeed. Maintain a slightly 
nose-up attitude and let the airplane settle onto the 
runway. This insures the main gear touches first. For 
your information, the nose-wheel is not considered the 
main gear.  After the main gear is on the ground, gently 
lower the nose-wheel gently to the ground by slowly 
releasing back pressure on the control wheel. Never 
SLAM or PLANT the nose wheel into the Runway. 
 

An Hour Of Dual Won’t Hurt 

If you have not flown in the past 60 days, an hour of time 
with an instructor is an excellent investment. If you are 
no longer current for night flying, consider starting late in 
the afternoon and continuing on into the evening. A 
combination of dual pattern work in the daytime, followed 
by some dual pattern work in the evening, is a great way 
to end the day and a great investment in your safety and 
the safety of your passengers.   

 

Officer Elections 

 
Officer nominations will open at the May TFC 
membership meeting, with elections held at the June 
TFC membership meeting.  Newly elected officers will 
take office on July 1st.  The offices that are up for 
election are: operations vice-president, flight safety 
officer, trainer maintenance officer, and treasurer.  Below 
are excerpts from the TFC bylaws explaining the election 
process and officer duties: 
 
SECTION 2 - OFFICER ELECTIONS.   Officers of the 
club, except the chief flight instructor, shall be elected by 
a majority vote of those active members casting a ballot. 
The chief flight instructor shall be elected by the club 
flight instructors at a meeting called for that purpose in 
June. The president, membership vice-president, 
controller, cross-country maintenance officer and 
communications officer shall be nominated in  November 
for an election in  December and shall take office on the 
following January 1st. These officers shall serve one-
year terms. The operations vice-president, flight safety 
officer, trainer maintenance officer, and treasurer shall 
be nominated in May for an election in June and shall 
take office on the following July 1st.  All officers shall 
serve one-year terms. 
 
SECTION 6 - OFFICER DUES.   Officers of the Board 
shall not be assessed monthly dues during their 
respective terms of office. 
 
SECTION 3. The operations vice-president shall act 
for the president in the absence of that official. 
Additionally, he or she shall report to the Board on the 
scheduling, use and maintenance of the fleet. 
SECTION 4. The trainer maintenance officer shall 
report to the Board and coordinate with the operations 
vice-president on the maintenance of the trainer fleet. 
SECTION 9. The treasurer shall receive and disburse 
club moneys in accordance with Texins Association 
Procedures for Budgets, Planning, and Disbursements 
of Funds,; he shall maintain accurate records of financial 
activities of the club; he shall make monthly and annual 
reports of his official transactions; and he shall perform 
all other duties as properly pertain to his office. 
SECTION 11. The flight safety officer shall monitor all 
club policies, procedures and activities for safety 
hazards and shall investigate any safety related 
problems in the club. This officer shall keep records of 
any serious incidents at the club's home base or 
involving club operated aircraft, publish safety bulletins 
as needed and shall keep the club informed of 
developments outside the club that impact flight safety.

Security Gate Code Change 
 
The old security gate access code change will expire at 
0900 on Monday, 05/08/06.  We have placed the new 
access code (noted below by XXXX) on the TFC web-
site, under the password controlled Aircraft Scheduler 

section.  To access it, go to the TFC web-site at: 
http://www.texins.org/flyingclub/ 
Click on "Schedule a Plane" 
Log on with your Member ID Number and password. 
Click on "Gate Access Code" at the bottom of the left 
hand column. 
 
We are preparing to change the gate codes at CCRA.  
The new security access code is XXXX and will be 
activated on Monday, 5/8/06 at 9 AM.  The existing 
codes will expire at that time.  Distribute the gate codes 
on a "need to know" basis only.   This code will provide 
access to the following: 
 
    * Pedestrian gates (#5, 6 & 9) 
    * MHOA vehicle gate (#1) 
    * Crossmark/Cutter vehicle gate (#3) 
    * McKinney Aerospace vehicle gate (#12) 
 
Access to the Air Traffic Control Tower gate (#8) will only 
be provided (using the same code) when either gate #3 
or #12 is inoperative for an extended period of time.  The 
airport staff encourages everyone using the vehicle 
access gates (# 1,3,8 & 12) to stop and ensure the gate 
closes behind you.  Not only will this help to identify a 
malfunctioning gate, but it will prevent unauthorized 
persons from gaining access to the Air Operations Area. 
 
In the near future you can expect to see new signs 
installed at various locations around the airport to further 
promote security vigilance and provide phone numbers 
to call to report suspicious activity.  We request that you 
contact the Airport Administration (CCRA) for any 
suspicious activity which you feel needs to be 
investigated further, but any emergency situation should 
be reported to the police department at 911 right away.
