Keith Gutierrez might be taking things too far now by 
practicing electrical failures at night on an IFR flight plan!  
But a funny thing happened to me the other Sunday 
also..... 
 
I was with a gentleman in his Beech Debonair working 
on his bi-annual flight review (BFR) at SLR.  As we 
performed the run-up at RWY35, we noticed the bus 
voltage (he has a DMM plugged into his cigarette lighter 
using an adapter) was only 11.5V and had been 14.5V 
on the way over.  We also noticed a 200-400 RPM 
magneto drop on BOTH magnetos.  The ammeter read 
higher than normal.  A quick return to the ramp and a 
shutdown using mixture made the failure more obvious 
when the propeller continued to turn, even when the 
master was shutdown.  The starter solenoid was stuck 
on!  Alas, a new failure mode.....!!!

"Sport Pilot Tour"  rolls into to 
McKinney, Texas (November 12-13) 
 
EAA AVIATION CENTER, OSHKOSH, Wis. - (Oct. 31, 
2005) - The new, exciting way to get involved in flying 
with lower cost and time barriers is coming to two more 
metropolitan areas late this year! The Experimental 
Aircraft Association’s “Sport Pilot Tour” rolls into to 
Texas and California late this year, ready to introduce 
people to the sport pilot/light-sport aircraft revolution. 
 
EAA’s Sport Pilot Tour arrives with the information and 
tools needed to seize and enjoy this recreational-aviation 
opportunity, for both experienced pilots and new fliers. 
That includes some of the brand-new, ready-to-fly light-
sport aircraft and informative talk sessions to help 
people get started in this new facet of personal flight. 
 
The Tour’s fall/winter 2005-06 leg includes stops at 
McKinney, Texas, on Nov. 12 and Camarillo, Calif., on 
Dec. 3. Other stops will be added for early 2006. In 
addition, EAA will bring many of the tour’s informational 
and demonstration elements to the U.S. Sport Aviation 
Expo at Sebring, Fla., on Jan. 12-15. Detailed 
information is available at EAA’s www.sportpilot.org 
website. 
 
“For the many, many people who have dreamed of 
learning to fly or getting back into aviation at an 
affordable level, now is the time,” said Ron Wagner, EAA 
manager of field relations. “In little more than a year 
since sport pilot was introduced to reduce the time and 
cost traditionally associated with flying, the infrastructure 
for success is rapidly taking shape. The EAA Sport Pilot 
Tour opens the possibilities of personal flight to 
individuals and lets them know how to get started. There 
are light-sport aircraft on-site that can provide 
demonstration flights and open exciting ways to take to 
the sky.” 
 
EAA worked with the Federal Aviation Administration 
(FAA) for more than a decade to create a category of 
pilots and aircraft that meets the needs of those who fly 

purely for recreation. Sport pilots can be new entrants to 
aviation, experienced aviators looking for a simple, back-
to-basics way to enjoy flying, or those who want to start 
building their flying skills and eventually pursue more 
advanced piloting.

New Fuel Reimbursement Rates 
Effective 10/14/06  
 
The board reviews on a monthly basis the maintenance 
costs of each aircraft and the per gallon price which we 
are charged by our supplier,  and modifies aircraft hourly 
rates as appropriate.  The current fuel rate decrease has 
brought our costs down to $4.24/gal.

Other 
subjects covered were: What is CAP; NIMs (National 
Incident Management System); Areas assigned during 
the disaster with pictures of the areas; Aerial 
Reconnaissance; Airlift of Physicians; Pathologist; 
Supplies and Medical evacuation; and a Mission Review 
with 8500 people provided assistance, 14,615 man 
hours, 214 CAP members, 41 aircrew, 128 ground crew, 
8 CISM, 37 staff. The mission had 200 ground and air 
sorties that lasted seven weeks. An interesting 
presentation.  One conclusion the Lt. Col. Younger 
emphasized was that the CAP needs more members. 
There are several members of TFC that are CAP 
members including our Presidente Mr. Phil Rains. 
  
After the meeting adjourned at 1100, the people moved 
to the TFC hanger for a Picnic. There were hamburgers, 
hot dogs, and chili. Attending were members, 
prospective members, and families.
