Fuel Price Increase

Based on the quickly increasing price of aviation fuel, the
hourly rates for club aircraft will be increased on
September 9th, 2005. The board reviews on a monthly
basis the per gallon price which we are charged by our
supplier, and modifies rates as appropriate. The current
rates were based on a cost of $3.23/gal and we have
had three fuel rate increases in quick succession. We
include a chart of our aviation fuel costs per gallon in
each monthly newsletter, in order to better inform club
members of changes.

September 9th, will be reimbursed at a rate of $3.90/gal.

Transponder Care

After repairing the transponder from 3NB, the avionics
shop said we are abusing knobs and switches. He
suggested that transponders in aircraft with avionics
master switches should allow the master switch to shut it
down as with the other avionics equipment. He
suggested leaving the function switch in the “Altitude
Reporting” position (unless ATC requests that you go to
“Standby” or “Off” position.



Early Aviation in Clarinda [lowa]

A friend of mine grew up in Clarinda, lowa, and recently
showed me this newsletter article of interest.)

Anyone glancing through clippings concerning aviation in
Clarinda would be amazed at the diverse events that
occurred in Clarinda. Following is a small sample.

A postcard from 1905 shows crowds gathered at the Fair
Grounds for a flying exhibition which featured a huge
blimp. Another postcard features Lincoln Beachey, a
famous flying ace who performed at the Fair Grounds in
1914 including racing a car driven by G.W. Dunn. This
is when 15 year old Ray Schenck met Beachey and his
love of flying began.

In 1930 — On October 5 airplane rides at Ray Schenck’s
Airport were one cent a pound. In Blanchard on
Armistice Day, Schenck flew and Fiddle Miller gave the
crowd a thrill with wing walking and rope ladder
acrobatics. The Cruizaire (Dunn Manufacturing Co.)
was licensed to fly.

In 1931 - Big Bertha (a Goodyear balloon) was a local
visitor. Ray Schenck entered races in Omaha.
Thousands attended the Clarinda Open House for The
Register’s autogiro.

In 1934 — Schenck won two events in Air Show that
more than 2000 attended at the farm of John Rausch,
three miles east of Clarinda.

1942 — Airport was federally approved.

1944 - Clarinda has 30 student flyers, including 6 girls.
Special city election held on airport.

1945 — Farmers appreciated “air raids” which netted 99
foxes, 32 coyotes, and one wolf.

1947 - Clarinda Municipal Airport opened. Ray
Schenck’s airport rated most active in Southwest lowa.
Lain Davison was a double winner in air contests with
Flying Farmers at Schenck Field on July 4",

1948 — Lisle Flying Service leased the airplane service
shop at Schenck’s. Earl Silver appointed by CAA official
inspector for Southwest lowa planes. Flying Farmers
meet in Clarinda. Lyle Davison makes solo flight after a
little over 3 hours training.

1949 — Civil Air Patrol organized.

1957 — Willard Andrews elected President of Clarinda
Flying Club.

1977 — Over 1000 honor Ray Schenck’'s 50 years of
flying. Schenck recalls only one mishap, a crash in a
Piper Cub, but he was not even scratched.

1980 — Municipal Airport renamed Schenck Field.
