Although Art will no longer perform 
the Chief Flight instructor role, he will continue with 
instruction and fleet maintenance duties.

A Neat Tool:   www.flightaware.com 
Keith Gutierrez 
 
This free internet tool provides a minute by minute plot of 
any airplane’s location, altitude, and speed. It can be 
used for both commercial and private aircraft. The only 
requirement is for the plane to be on an IFR flight plan.  
FlightAware uses the radar data from ATC system and 
plots the plane’s position. It is updated about once per 
minute. A textual flight log containing the altitude, 
latitude/longitude, and ground speed is also available. 
Any tail number or commercial flight number can be 
used. For commercial flights, this tool allows you to 
watch the progress of the flight number. More than once, 
I’ve used this tool to decide when to head to the airport 
for passenger pickup.  
 

 
 

Prior flights, up to 4 months in the past, are also kept, 
but you need to register to view them. Fortunately, 
registration doesn’t cost anything. If the plane is not 
flown much in the IFR system, the last valid IFR flight 
plot will come up when the tail number is input. Let’s 
take a look at an IFR flight I recently took.  

 

Here’s the FlightAware plot of my flight from Austin-
Bergstrom (KAUS) back to McKinney on Sunday 
evening, August 20. I’ve included a roadmap image at 
about the same scale as the plot. I filed IFR and was 
given the typical departure routing direct to the Centex 
VOR and then on towards the Waco VOR. In the vicinity 
of Temple, Gray Approach cleared me direct to the 
Cedar Creek VOR in preparation for going around the 
east side of Class B airspace. Sunday evenings are 
usually quiet and in most cases I receive several 
shortcuts. This flight was no different and I did not have 
to go too far to the east. Near Corsicana, I was cleared 
direct to McKinney and also began my descent. I was 
just slightly east of Mesquite at 4000 feet when I spotted 
the McKinney beacon. About 20 miles out, I descended 
to 3000 and I was turned over to the McKinney tower. 
And here’s a tip if flying IFR: don’t say you see the 
airport until you actually see the runway. The moment 
you advise ATC that the airport is in sight they will switch 
you over to the tower. If ever in doubt about seeing the 
airport, just keep quiet until you actually confirm the 
airport is in sight and it is the proper one.  



 

The following morning I check the FlightAware plot.  The 
underlying NEXRAD mosaic is the current plot, not what 
was happening at the time of my flight. I also noticed 
some interesting things on the track log. First, upon 
leaving Austin, the mode-C showed a constant error of 
100 feet above my filed altitude. This error persisted until 
I was handed over to Gray Approach, where I received 
an updated altimeter setting. With the new altimeter 
setting, I descended about 50 feet and the track log now 
shows the mode C readout matches my filed altitude. 
Also, at about 9:30 (EDT is shown on the log) the track 
log shows that my altitude changed about 1000 feet in 
the space of a minute. I have no idea what caused this. 
And ATC never questioned me about how it was that an 
Arrow could climb at more than 1000 feet per minute 
while holding a constant speed. And, finally, the little 
Arrow does go real fast - downhill.

New Fuel Reimbursement Rates 
Effective August 12th 
The board reviews on a monthly basis the maintenance 
costs of each aircraft and the per gallon price which we 
are charged by our supplier, and modifies aircraft hourly 
rates as appropriate.  The current fuel rate increase has 
brought our costs up to $4.64/gal.   

However, the hourly rates for club aircraft WILL NOT 
CHANGE due to this most recent fuel price increase!!!   

At last night's TFC board meeting, based on additional 
analysis of our aircraft expenses, financial status, and a 
several thousand dollar savings in insurance costs 
attributable to our switch of insurance carriers, the TFC 
board decided to hold hourly aircraft rates steady at this 
time. 

However, your off-site fuel expenses for purchases 
made starting August 12th, will be reimbursed at an 
increased rate of $4.64/gal. 

We include a chart of our aviation fuel costs per gallon in 
each monthly newsletter, in order to better inform club 
members of changes.

The following is a biography on Mr. Barnes: 
 
Gordon was born and raised in Bermuda.  His father 
moved to Bermuda during the days of the “Clipper flying 
boats”.  Gordon, at the age of 16, joined Pan Am 
immediately after graduating high school.  He spent 12 
years with the airline where he received weather and 
flight training and then served two years in Karachi, 
Pakistan and 2 years in Accra, Ghana.  His son, 
however, became very ill in Accra and he left the airline 
to become a radio/television meteorologist. 
 
 He spent 10 years with CBS in New York and 15 years 
with WUSA-TV in Washington, DC before finishing his 
35 year career in Myrtle Beach, SC.  He is the only 
professional meteorologist to work with Walter Cronkite 
and was part of the CBS Apollo Mission Television Team 
along with former astronaut Wally Schirra and Sir Arthur 
Clark.  He also has the distinction of flying in hurricane 
hunter aircraft in hurricanes Andrew, Iris and Marilyn.  
He introduced the jet stream to television viewers and 

the wind chill factor in Jan. 1968 to the entire 
broadcasting industry.  Gordon has also appeared 
before numerous U.S. Senate committees testifying on 
the reliability of 1-3 year long-range wx forecasts for the 
U.S., Russia and China. 
 
 He is currently a ground school instructor with American 
Flyers Flight School and Chief Instructor for World Airline 
Dispatcher Schools.  Both are located at Meacham 
International Airport in Ft. Worth, TX.  He currently 
resides in Benbrook, TX with his wife. 
 
 I think you’ll find Mr. Barnes presentation very 
entertaining, informative and enlightening.  After talking 
with Mr. Barnes last month, he informed us that his 
school can’t keep up with the demand for dispatchers.
