READY GOLF

· Did you know?

· On average, threesomes in USGA events typically are allowed 13 minutes to play each hole.  That results in rounds that take less than four hours, while walking!

· Try to save 5 seconds preparing to play every shot.

· If each player in a foursome shoots 80, that’s a savings of 26.67 minutes.

· If each player in a foursome shoots 90 (bogey golf), that’s a savings of 30 minutes.

Ways to Improve Your Pace of Play

· On the tee and in the fairway, be ready to hit before the group in front is out of range.

· On the tee and in the fairway (while waiting for the group in front to get out of range), let the shorter hitters in your group play if the group in front is out of range for them.
· In the fairway while sharing a golf cart, drop off your playing partner at his/her ball and immediately ride to your ball.  That allows both of you to prepare to play your next shots simultaneously.
· Around the green and whenever golf carts are restricted to the cart path, select a few (more than one) clubs that may be appropriate for the shot and take them with you.  You’ll be less likely to have the wrong club once you’ve reached your ball.

· In the fairway (whenever it is safe to do so), prepare to play your next shot before it is your turn.

· On the green, read your putt before it is your turn to putt.
Ways to Improve the Pace of Play of the Group Behind You

· After hitting your shot, get in the golf cart with your club(s).  Put the club(s) in your bag when you reach your next shot.

· Record your scores after you reach the next tee; not near the green of the hole you just played.

· Whenever practical, park your cart near the back of the green.
